Qur financial needs

1. We send by 50 $ once a four-five days to members of churches
iINn ' hot spofts or try to deliver food to them.

Itis for 6 families in Kharkov, 4 families in Poltava, 7 families in Kyiv.
We spend 850 $ for each five days.

. We spend about 10 $ per person daily in our shelters. It includes
food, water, fransportation from train station and to border with
Poland, Slovakia and eftc.

As we have about 200 people daily in all four our shelters, our
expenses is around 2000 $ per day.
